Discussion:
Commissioner Rowden said the cost of asphalt would be prohibitive for the County and that oil/sand had gone up.  He stated that the County was using cement slurries on the Old Kemp Road and that would be about $17,000 per mile.  Larry Tigert asked about the life expectancy of oil/sand.  Commissioner Rowden presented the Council with a price list of the costs of the different materials and said the County would pay half the costs.  Mayor Bedrick reiterated  that the City’s price would be half.  Commissioner Rowden suggested the chip/seal which is about $20,000 and makes the road smooth and should last.  Then he said the County would apply another coat in two or three months.  He was confident that their procedure of doing the chip seal twice would make it last longer.  Mayor Bedrick stated again that the City’s cost would be ½ for C.R. 277 and ½ for C.R. 278.  Commissioner Rowden stated that he didn’t know when they could get to C.R. 277.  The Mayor asked if we could get all three done; C.R. 277, C.R. 278, and C.R. 279.  Commissioner Rowden said it would be August before they could get to the City.  Larry Tigert said that given the modification of the two layers of chip seal, what would be the life of the road? Commissioner Rowden stated about four years.  Larry Tigert was disappointed that it was not five or six years.  Commissioner Rowden said just tell him what the City wanted done.  Larry Tigert asked if the City would pay him before or after the job was done and the Commissioner replied, after the work was done and we were satisfied with it.  The Commissioner stated not to worry about C.R. 278 or just go ahead and put it in the work order at the same time.  

Mayor Bedrick asked about the cement slurries.  Commissioner Rowden said they grind up the road and make it pliable then a truck open and drops what looks like a pancake mix which then gets hard.  Mayor Bedrick asked the Commissioner which one he thought was better.  Commissioner Rowden stated that with two chip seal coats, it should last about five or six years.  Larry Tigert asked about the other roads in the City and the Commissioner said it would be next year in April or May but that it must be dry.  He also stated the County was going to try and do C.R. 280, 281, and 283.  James Bodine asked about C.R. 277 and the Commissioner stated they were pretty busy.  Karen Jones asked about Klassic K and the Commissioner said he would see if they could put some dust abatement that would last four or five months.  The Mayor thanked the Commissioner for coming.  
Larry Tigert stated he would recommend the City go ahead and take advantage of the price (paying only ½ the cost) and have it done since keeping the roads was one of the City’s responsibilities.  Mayor Bedrick stated he thought so too, but he wanted to see what they were doing on the Kemp Highway.  Larry Tigert said five or six years for C.R. 277, 278, and 279 would be good and recommended a Motion to go head and get all three roads repaired.

Discussion:
Earlene Davis sent everyone a copy of the City of Kaufman gun ordinance and stated that with a few small changes it should take care of the problem.  The attorney’s ordinance had included pellet guns and her recommendation did not.  The City Secretary stated that the ordinance was ten years old.  Mayor Bedrick asked if they thought what the attorney had written wasn’t right?  Billy Ray McMahan asked about shooting a shotgun to kill snakes which is not on five acres?  Ms. Davis said you could make it a rifle or handgun.   She further stated that the problem was when they it became constant and further that we had to have an agreement in place for the Sheriff to respond.   Mayor Bedrick stated the Sheriff should come out if there is a violation of the state law on guns.  Larry Tigert stated we could easily make laws for subdivision.  Mayor Bedrick said maybe we should have an subdivision ordinance for guns.  Larry Tigert recommended that we contact TML and ask for a subdivision ordinance on guns.  within a City.  Mayor Bedrick asked James Bodine to contact TML to get a subdivision ordinance on gun enforcement.

The City of Kaufman Fire Marshal told the Mayor the City was rated as a nine because most of the water meters in the City were over five miles from the fire department.  There was also discussion regarding the color that the hydrants should be; they were black and now they were white.  Mayor Bedrick stated that State legislature was working on this matter.  Dr. Ball asked if Bend East had fire hydrants and Earlene Davis said they did.  Country Oaks was not protected.  The Mayor stated that the City had five hydrants with six or eight inch lines.  Earlene Davis said Rose Hill is the problem with first painting the hydrants red, then, black, and now white.  Jim Davis said they changed the color because of the rate flow.  Kenneth Mathis from ATMOS Energy stated that the color tells the fire department whether it is a 12-inch or 8-inch main.  James Bodine stated he has the flow rates for every hydrant and the further away from Kaufman, the water level drops.  Mr. Bodine stated that he tried to talk to Rose Hill and Eddie Brown and they each said the other one was responsible.  The ISO rating comes from Austin and that it includes things like whether a City has enough water towers, how far it has to travel, how many hydrants; that there are five or six things that determine the City’s rating.  HE stated that Rose Hill is only responsible for the drinking water not maintaining fire protection.  The next meeting for Rose Water S.U.D. is the fourth Thursday and that he will try and attend the meeting.  Jim Davis said that Rose Hill in the hydrants in the subdivision and Larry Tigert asked who was responsible for the property?  Earlene Davis says they don’t want responsibility.  It  was noted Oak Ridge had been rated as a five probably as a result of them being closer to Kaufman.  David Angell stated that the ISO is a insurance service office base company that sells information.  Someone must have requested a survey.  Mr. Bodine said he looked at the ISO website and it explains how the arrive at the rating.  Larry Tigert recommended we assign to with the citizens of Post Oak Bend and come up with a solution.  David Angell wanted to know how we went from a five to a nine?  

Mayor Bedrick said Eddie Brown told him that the City of Kaufman Fire Department could get a grant for another fire truck if they had a place to put it.  James Bodine asked if we had enough area to put in a small building.  Mayor Bedrick said it would just have to hold the fire truck.  Mayor Bedrick will ask Eddie Brown to come to the next meeting so that we can explore getting a fire truck and keeping it at the City.  Earlene Davis said she thinks all the citizens of Post Oak Bend would want to have the truck.  Larry Tigert stated you can’t put a building within ten feet of the property line.  Mayor Bedrick will also contact Rose Hill and get Vickie to come to the next meeting.
